4. SWBAT will create a layered woodcut with a minimum of 2 layers, one from a laser cut woodblock and one from traditional hand-cutting techniques. Students will demonstrate knowledge of composition, contrast and personally relevant imagery. Bloom's- Create, Standard 3-GLE 1- Demonstrate competency in traditional and new art media, and apply appropriate and available technology to express ideas

Students who need support working with the material may get assistance from me or the lab technician in uploading and accomplishing a final woodcut on the laser.

 Physically limitation on pulling the prints will be overcome with assistance from me and other students. 

*The printmaking process is often collaborative due to the physical exertion involved.

“Find an image of yourself that you want to laser cut for one of your layers.” Remember to “Begin to ideate how many layers you will want to do and bring inspirational imagery connected to your LIST OF LAYERS which you can incorporate into your woodcut layers.” Always bring your sketchbooks to each class to work on preliminary sketches, it is required every class!”
